Proposal:

The applicant proposes a comprehensive redevelopment package for the site that includes four
separate retail sales and service use buildings totaling up to 240,000 square feet with
associated parking lots providing up to 978 parking spaces. The request is subject to three
land use reviews, to be processed concurrently as a Type Il review. These reviews include a
Conditional Use request to exceed the 60,000 square feet of area allowed in the EG2 zone for
retail sales and service uses; Compliance with Condition D of a prior Zone Change for
development of the parcels as proposed, and an Adjustment to reduce the building setback for
two of the smaller proposed retail buildings. Details of the proposal and the applicable land use
reviews are described below.

The applicant proposes to develop two relatively vacant parcels that comprise approximately
25.9 acres near the intersection of NE 82 Avenue and NE Siskiyou Street. These two parcels
are the remaining land area that was once a sand and gravel quarry operation that was

subsequently known as the Lavelle landfill when a conditional use permit was issued in 1972
to fill the approximately 14.4 acres of open gravel pit with dry, non-putrescible wastes.
